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NEW FACULTY APPOINTMENTS

We are delighted to introduce three new tenure-stream Faculty members who are taking up their new position in the fall of 2009. 

Lyndon Martin is an Assistant Professor 
of Mathematics Education in the Faculty of 
Education. Prior to working at York University, 
he was a Senior Lecturer and Director of 
Research in the School of Education and 
Lifelong Learning at the University of East 
Anglia (UK). He also worked as a faculty member 
in the Department of Curriculum Studies at 
the University of British Columbia, as a Lecturer at Kingston 
University (UK), as well as a high school mathematics teacher. 
His doctorate was awarded by Oxford University (UK) in 1999 
and he also holds a BSc and a Certificate in Education from 
Loughborough University (UK). His main area of academic 
research concerns the notion of mathematical understanding and 
how this phenomenon might be described and characterized. A 
current research direction (in collaboration with Dr. Jo Towers 
of the University of Calgary and funded by SSHRC) explores 
the idea of collective mathematical understanding and how we 
might talk about the shared understanding of groups of learners. 
A second research theme is mathematical understanding in 
the workplace, in particular how adults working in construction 
trades understand and use relatively basic mathematical 
concepts. Underpinning this ongoing research is an expertise in 
qualitative research, with the extensive use of video ethnography, 
video case study, digital video and the associated methods of 
analysis, and also the ethical issues of such research.

Aparna Mishra Tarc is an Assistant Professor in the Faculty of 
Education. She received her doctorate from York University 
in 2007 and was formerly an elementary school teacher in 
the Philippines, Vietnam and Canada. Her research broadly 
addresses the making of modern human subjects through the 
somatic and symbolic processes and apparatuses of schooling 
and education. She closely examines, using literary and empirical 
representations of subject-formation, affective processes of 

identification to family, nation and world and the role that this 
intimate and ordinary learning plays historically in creating and 
sustaining hierarchies of human living and being. Professor Tarc 
seeks to foster, with students and colleagues, more imaginative 
and responsive modes of living, learning and relating to others 
and to develop committed and justice-seeking pedagogical 
interventions and practices. Her proposed research project 
“Pedagogy of the Unthinkable” places experienced teachers in 
face-to-face encounters with New Canadian families from war-
torn countries residing in the GTA.  The project will examine 
the possibility of teachers gaining pedagogical insight into the 
unthinkable experiences of their students that might then be 
transferred to teachers’ classroom practice.

Laura Wiseman will take up the Jewish Teacher 
Education position in the Faculty of Education 
and will assume the Koschitzky Chair in the 
fall of 2009. She was a teacher, principal and 
director of Jewish Studies at United Synagogue 
Day School, Toronto, has worked as an adjunct 
professor and practicum coordinator for the 
Jewish Teacher Education Program since 2002, 
and was seconded from the Board of Jewish Education of U.J.A. 
Federation in 2004 to coordinate the JTE Program. Educated 
at McGill University and the University of Toronto, Laura holds 
an Honours B.A. in Jewish Studies and Education, an M.Ed. in 
Curriculum with a focus on second language acquisition, and an 
M.A. in Hebrew Language & Literature. She went on to a Ph.D. 
program in Hebrew Language and Literature and a collaborative 
doctoral program in Jewish Studies at the University of Toronto. 
Her dissertation, entitled Lamentations of a Lovelorn Soul: Self-
portraits in the Poetry of Dahlia Ravikovitch, involves classical 
Jewish sources in layers of Hebrew language and literature: 
biblical, rabbinic, medieval and modern.

Website Launch: Digital Stories of Coming to Learn

In her most recent project, funded by the Canadian Council 
on Learning and entitled Digital Stories of Coming to Learn, 
Chloë Brushwood Rose conducted two digital storytelling 
workshops and in-depth interviews with approximately 
20 women who are newcomers to Canada. Collaborating 
with two community-based organizations in downtown 
Toronto (Central Neighbourhood House and the Centre for 
Community Learning and Development), Dr. Brushwood 
Rose explored, first, the social and psychological factors 
that effect immigrant women’s access to community-based 
adult education, and second, how the digital storytelling 
workshop functions as a curricular space that allows for the 
complex negotiation of identities and experiences. What is 
being depicted or represented in these digital stories? What 
kinds of meanings and narratives are made possible in the 
use of multimedia? What are the limits of self-narration? 
What possibilities for self-expression does digital storytelling 
afford? Answers to these questions and examples of the 
digital stories can be found on the newly launched website:

Distinguished Research Professor  
publishes 4th volume on the topic 
of psychoanalysis and education

A startling reading of the educational enterprise 
through a psychoanalytic lens.

For anyone who has ever been to school, the 
very thought of education recalls an emotional 
world denounced. What happens then if we try to 
understand the emotional scenery of education? 
Author Deborah P. Britzman proposes that the 
psychoanalysis of love and hate in learning 

provides creative commentary on our contemporary educational 
controversies. Drawing upon novels, art, psychoanalytic theory, 
clinical material, and philosophical debates on human nature, 
Britzman presents a psychoanalytic education of uncertainty. 

She focuses on key encounters: thinking, development, reading, 
psychology, transference, countertransference, and learning 
a profession. From the collapse of contemporary pedagogical 
themes to the work of reparation, Britzman explores the 
fantasies of education for the purpose of returning ideas of 
grace, hope, humor, and humility to the impossible professions 
(education, government, and medicine).

Deborah P. Britzman is a Distinguished Research Professor at 
York University. She is the author of many books, including 
Practice Makes Practice: A Critical Study of Learning to Teach, 
Revised Edition and Lost Subjects, Contested Objects: Toward a 
Psychoanalytic Inquiry of Learning, both also published by SUNY 
Press.
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At the Canadian Society for the Study of Education (CSSE) Annual 
Conference held at Carleton University in May 2009, Karen 
Krasny was elected as President of the Canadian Association 
for Curriculum Studies (CACS) for a two-year term.  CACS is the 
largest of the CSSE associations and in addition to its general 
membership, CACS encompasses five Special Interest Groups 
including Language and Literacy Researchers of Canada (LLRC), 
Science Education Research Group (SERG), Arts Researchers and 
Teachers Society (ARTS), Canadian Critical Pedagogy Association

RECENTLY FUNDED
Mario DiPaolantonio’s project “Commemorative Pedagogical Practices” seeks to explore the pedagogical implications 
of artistic memorial practices that arise as an effect or response to legal attempts to come to terms with an unsettling 
or unsettled past. For this work he received $50,870 during the 2008 SSHRC Standard Research Grant competition. The 
project will focus specifically on Spain and Argentina, two societies in different stages of transition that are presently 
coming to terms with state sanctioned wrongs. As each nation legally grapples with its traumatic past, it consequently 
unleashes incommensurable and unsettled memories around the national ‘we’. During such trying times artistic memorial 
practices can play an important role helping to give form and expression to these unwieldy and contested memories. 
This project is thus interested in exploring how particular artistic works can provide frames of orientation that render 
collective meaning to the irruptive memories that arise when nations use legal forums to teach and account for past state wrongs.

Congratulations to Lisa Farley who received $61,111 from SSHRC 
for her Standard Research Grant “Spaces of Memory: Between 
Tangible Relics and Internal Objects in Learning from the Past”. 
The study investigates the psychical complexities of historical 
learning occurring in the context of “historical pilgrimages” 
where students and teachers journey to historic sites to 
encounter the “tangible” relics of history. The three sites chosen 
for this project – The Riel House, The Ottawa War Museum and 
the former Nazi Concentration Camp Auschwitz-Birkenau – 
correspond to three courses of study in the Ontario Curriculum. 
The project is a qualitative study that involves interviewing 
student and teacher travelers during and after their visits to 
each of these sites. Of particular interest are the ways students 
and teachers narrate the conflicts--anxieties and wishes--at 
play within particular spaces of memory, thereby attempting 
to complicate the binary between “the imagined” and “the 
happened” in discussions of historical representation. This study 
asks, then, how history educators might begin to contemplate an 
archive of “internal objects” that “tangible relics” (and efforts 
to narrate them) arouse in students. It is a project that will be 
of interest to scholars working at the intersection of historical 
memory and education as well as to history teachers, online 
networks that explore questions of memory and pedagogy, 
museums and tour companies.

Connie Mayer’s project “Literacy Achievement 
of Learners who use Cochlear Implants” 
received $29,626 in the 2008 SSHRC Standard 
Research Grant competition. In recent years, 
the introduction of universal newborn hearing 
screening and access to cochlear implants 
have proven to be two significant events in the 
education of children with hearing loss. For 
these deaf learners, it may be the case that enhanced access 
to spoken language via a cochlear implant will have a positive 
impact on the development of literacy in ways that no shifts in 
pedagogy or communication approach have yet accomplished. 
However, more research is needed to determine the extent to 
which predictions for improved literacy outcomes are being 
realized. Together with co-applicant Pam Millett, Mayer will 
look at the reading and writing levels of a cohort of school-
aged student who use cochlear implants to establish whether 
their literacy skills approach those of their hearing age peers. 
A particular focus of the study, which builds on similar research 
done by Mayer in New Zealand and the Atlantic provinces, will 
be to examine written language development, as studies of 
literacy achievement in this population to date have focused on 
reading rather than writing. The outcomes of this project will be 
of interest to the scholarly community as well as the Ministry of 
Education, the Ministry of Health and school boards. 

Jacqueline Lynch, together with collaborator 
Ron Owston, received $120,235 in the recent 
SSHRC competition for her project “Professional 
Development for Preschool Teachers: Evaluating 
the Effectiveness of Literacy Teaching and 
Learning”. Little is known regarding early 
educators’ beliefs about how children learn early 
literacy concepts and how this impacts on their 
literacy practices with young children.  To address the deficit 
in the research, this project will implement and comparatively 
study a literacy program for preschool teachers, incorporating 
two different modes of professional development – face-to-face 
meetings and a blended approach consisting of face-to-face 
meetings and online learning. Pre-and post-assessment will entail 

a survey, interviews with teachers, classroom observations, and 
children’s literacy assessments. The findings of the proposed 
research will be of critical importance not only to scholars in the 
field, but also to early childcare institutions.

Congratulations to Susan Dion who received 
$137,000 from the Toronto District School 
Board (TDSB) in 2009 to investigate, evaluate 
and learn from the work undertaken and 
accomplished by the Board’s Urban Aboriginal 
Education Pilot Project. With its activities, 
the pilot project is seeking to transform 
school experiences for Aboriginal students 
in the TDSB and to address the teaching of Aboriginal subject 
material. Ultimately the goals of the project are to reduce 
gaps in Aboriginal student achievement, increase all TDSB 
teachers’ knowledge and understanding of Aboriginal students, 
families and communities, and to address their knowledge and 
understanding of Aboriginal subject material. Susan Dion’s 
Talking Stick Project will evaluate the efficacy of the UAE pilot 
project in increasing Aboriginal student performance and will 
analyze and assess the effectiveness of the project in enhancing 
Aboriginal community engagement, including parents, families, 
community organizations and support services. It will further 
identify and analyze the challenges and barriers encountered 
when implementing the project and identify factors contributing 
to positive outcomes of the pilot project. The research will inform 
both the UAE Provincial Steering Committee and the TDSB about 
the ways in which the pilot project was both successful and 
challenged in accomplishing its goals. 

Stephen Gaetz, together with researchers from 
Victoria, Calgary, Montreal and Toronto, was a 
successful applicant in the 2009 CIHR Catalyst 
Grant: Pandemic Preparedness competition. In 
the event of a pandemic, it is not clear whether 
the infrastructures to address homelessness, 
public health or the health care system in 
general will be prepared to adequately respond 
to the risks faced by the homeless population. This is an 
important topic as homelessness in Canada worsens, with more 
than 250,000 individuals using homeless shelters annually. 
This research project will address key challenges to effective 
pandemic preparedness in the context of the homelessness crisis 
in Canada by asking: 1) What risks does a potential influenza 
pandemic pose to people who are homeless in Canada? 2) How 
might the design and structure of emergency homelessness 
services impact (in both positive and negative ways) on the 
spread of infectious diseases? 3) How adequately prepared are 
the interdependent infrastructures that work with vulnerable 
populations such as the homeless in the event of a pandemic? 
CIHR will support this project with $100,000, and the goal is to 
mobilize a knowledge network to assist in the development of 
policy as well as preventive and response strategies that will 
safeguard not only the homeless population, but the larger 
community in general.
